Firstly, I would like to thank you for expressing interest in the Public Appointments Competition for the Drainage Council for Northern Ireland.
Background
The Drainage Council for Northern Ireland (DCNI) is a non-Departmental Public Body constituted under the Drainage (NI) Order 1973. The Council has a general scrutiny role in relation to the Department’s drainage functions, and has a statutory duty to ensure uniformity of treatment of drainage throughout NI.  Specifically it considers the recommendations of DARD or any other person, for the designation of watercourses and sea defences for maintenance at public expense, and also considers all proposals for drainage and flood defence schemes submitted to it by the Department.
Time Commitment, Remuneration and Terms of Appointment

Appointments carry no remuneration i.e. no salary; post holders will be eligible to claim travel and subsistence at Civil Service rates and childcare allowance where appropriate.  Meetings are held 3 or 4 times per year, throughout Northern Ireland, depending on the level of business. The appointments will be for a (4) four year fixed term that coincides with local council elections. The appointments are for 2012-15 term of the Drainage Council.
Public Appointment Process
Potential candidates must return application forms fully completed by no later than 5pm Friday 14th October 2011. Applications that have not been fully completed will be returned to candidates asking for the missing information to be provided and returned before the deadline in place. 

All applications will be sifted to establish what candidates have met the criteria and can advance to interview stage.

Sifting of applications will be undertaken by the selection panel in October and candidates will be notified as soon as possible if they have been successful or unsuccessful.

Interviews are scheduled to take in November 2011 and December 2011 within the Greater Belfast area. Travel expenses for attendance for interview are refundable and appropriate form will be issued at time of interview.
It is expected that the announcement of appointments to the new Drainage Council 2012-2015 will be made in January 2012.
