The Department of Agriculture and Rural Development for Northern Ireland hereby gives notice in pursuance of Article 21 (3) (b) (c) & (d) of The Drainage (Northern Ireland) Order 1973 as amended by the Drainage (Environmental Impact Assessment) Regulations (Northern Ireland) 2006 that it proposes to carry out a drainage scheme in Moneymore.

The scheme relates to a 75-metre length of designated watercourse U1804 Moneymore Stream within Moneymore town to, which flows in a southerly direction to its confluence with a designated main watercourse known as the Moneyhaw River. 
Rivers Agency propose to re-route a section of the existing designated watercourse U1804 by constructing 120 metres of 750mm diameter concrete / HDP culvert through Conyngham Street and Hammond Street. The works will also include the construction of appropriate inspection chambers. 

Following consultations with its environmental advisors, the Department has determined that the scheme is not likely to have significant environmental effects and does not intend to prepare an Environmental Statement.
