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Flood alleviation scheme to commence in Carrickfergus
 

Rivers Agency work will be commencing in early September on the second and final phase of a flood alleviation scheme on the Sullatober Water in Shaftsbury Park, Carrickfergus.  

In order to facilitate the works and in the interests of public safety, the pathway into Shaftsbury Park under the railway line will be closed for the duration of the works. Other path diversions within the park will be necessary. 

Works will entail the construction of a flood storage area upstream of the railway line and adjacent the existing pond. 
When the scheme is completed the level of flood protection to nearby properties and businesses will be increased further to the recommended standard. 
Rivers Agency, who will be carrying out the works, apologises for any inconvenience this may cause. The works are anticipated to last for approximately 16 weeks.
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
